Even when they are writing
about Brunel in History or how plants grow in science, they tend to forget how to apply the same
English skills. This is in part because the information stored in the brain is locked up in the ‘English
folder’, and why would they open that box when they are in History or Science?
We believe States of Being move away from content in subject folders and uses clusters of
knowledgethat can easily be applied between subjects. By learning how to punctuate as an Author,
they can use this knowledge when they are being Scientists as they start to understand that Scientists
also need to write to convey what they have discovered.
